Biz Daniel and I have visited multiple hotels on the Eastern side of the state.   Keep in mind these are all proposals and we still need to decide on location and negotiate final contract.
Hotels visited:

Embassy Suites, Hampton;  Once again, hotel has provided us great pricing.   We are working with two different scenarios with them.  The first has room rates at $77 a night for individuals with a valid state ID.  Convention Center rental would be $2625.  Scenario two, room rate of $109, Convention Center rental could be $420.  For each hotel room booked we’ll receive a discount of $7 off of the $2625 rate.  
Crowne Plaza, Hampton;  Hotel has offered per diem rate of $77 plus free conference facilities.  We could be tight on concurrent rooms, would need to use general session room as concurrent room.
Great Wolf Lodge, Williamsburg;  Hotel has offered per diem rate of $77.  We would have multiple options for team building/entertainment on site.  If we go bigger than 200, it could be tight.
Marriott, Newport News;  Hotel offered great room rate,$109.  They have not offered per diem.  They have offered upgraded rooms.  No room rental charges.  We are working to revise proposal with them.
Other hotels interested:

Crowne Plaza, Williamsburg;  Visit cancelled due to hurricane.  Due to our schedules, we haven’t been able to get back to them or to renegotiate proposal.  They offered room rate of $105.  Meeting room set-up fee of $300 per day.

Doubletree, Charlottesville; Offered room rate of $115. Complimentary meeting space.
Hotel Roanoke, Roanoke; Offered room rate of $96.  $1500 fee for conference space.  Upgrades available.  May 18-May 22 only.
